• We are happy to schedule these remote training sessions with any client who 
desires training help during this time. The cost for web or telephone consultations is 
$60 an hour, billed in 15-minute increments. We can provide more information to 
any interested clients by phone. 

Separation Anxiety Training 

These services will continue as scheduled, without change. Because we conduct all this 
training remotely, there is no conflict with the Stay at Home Order. 

Office Hours 

The Training Center is now closed at least until April 7. We will still be taking phone calls 
and responding to emails during our usual stated hours. If we don’t answer the phone 
directly, please leave a voicemail and we will return your call as soon as possible.
